From Your Director of Missions

 Twelve Surry Baptists returned from Sunbury, 

Pennsylvania, last Saturday evening having spent the 

week in a lovely northern town getting to know the 

people. Sunbury is one of the towns Pennsylvania 

Baptists have identified as having no Southern Baptist 

Church. They are wanting to start a new SBC church 

in Sunbury to reach this town as well as several 

surrounding towns with the gospel message of Jesus 

Christ. Our task was to prayer-walk Sunbury, talk with 

people we met, and to gather information a new church 

planter could use to begin a church that would meet the 

needs of the community. After meeting with Steve Sheldon, Director of Missions for Central Pennsylvania, we 

traveled to a high bluff across the river from Sunbury where we could overlook the entire town at a glance. We 

gathered and prayed for Sunbury and for our effectiveness in surveying the community. We then traveled across 

the river and into the town. We divided the town into sections and began prayer-walking the community in teams 

of 3 or 4. As we walked in the community, we went from door-to-door surveying those who were at home and 

who would share with us what they thought about their needs and about their community. In the process of talking 

with people on their doorsteps or in their businesses, we shared the gospel with them. We saw eleven people pray 

to receive Christ during our surveying. We discovered about 70 people who wanted information about the new 

church whenever it began. This should be a great asset to the new pastor as he begins the new work in Sunbury. 

And, in addition to the wonderful results we experienced in Sunbury, one of the youth who went with us on the 

mission trip prayed to receive Christ on the ride home. God is so good! 

 I want to thank you, Surry Baptists, for allowing us to go to Pennsylvania to be your missionaries, your 

representatives, to our northern neighbor. Just as you have done in the past, we know you were praying for us as 

God protected us on our journey. We went safely into places that ordinarily would have been unsafe areas. We 

experienced Godôs protection and His presence as we saw a young man accept Christ in the roughest area of 

Sunbury. Without your prayers, our task would have been far more difficult. But as a result of prayer, we came 

home safe and sound, rejoicing at what God was able to do through us. It is my prayer that Surry Baptists will 

always have a heart for missions. As we do, God will continue to work in our presence here at home.
