 We recently received notification that Piney Grove and Mount Airy First Baptist Church have withdrawn 

from our Association due to our disassociating with another church over the issue of a female pastor. While we 

all regret the events that have transpired, we need to accept and respect the fact that all of us have the right to 

our own beliefs and all have the right to decide with whom they will associate. I am reminded of Paulôs advice 

to Timothy to, ñPreach the word! Be ready in season and out of season. Convince, rebuke, exhort, with all 

longsuffering and teaching. For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine, but according to 

their own desires, because they have itching ears, they will heap up for themselves teachers; and they will turn 

their ears away from the truth, and be turned aside to fables.ò We are called to proclaim and take a stand on the 

truth of Godôs Word, which we did, but the way we respond now is also important. There has been much 

discussion regarding a couple of articles in the newspaper. Because of the numerous errors stated in the 

newspaper and the blatant disrespect for Godôs Holy Word in the editorial, some think we should respond. 

Some think we should not. Some have told me they plan to cancel their subscriptions to the newspaper, 

exercising their own freedom of expression. I have cancelled mine. I am not convinced that airing our 

differences in the media accomplishes anything other than providing an avenue for expressing personal 

accusations and criticisms. When the Apostle Paul, under the leadership of the Holy Spirit, wrote to the 

Corinthian church about settling their differences, he admonished them for doing so before unbelieving judges 

instead of among themselves, before the world instead of within the family of God. Is that the kind of witness 

we want to be? I know we have lost some to other denominations through the years because of the much 

publicized differences within the Baptist circles. But what about lost people here in our community who do not 

know Christ? Do you ever wonder how many have turned a deaf ear to the Gospel because of the publicity 

some have exploited? Is pursuing a personal agenda more important than our witness and the winning of 

souls? I pray not. 

 None of us agree on everything, but the majority of Surry Baptists have agreed on this issue and tried to 

take action just within our organization and within our own congregations, not in the media. It is time to move 

on. Regardless of how you feel about female pastors, churches withdrawing, or anything else, it is important to 

know how to deal with an issue and then let go of it. Holding on to the past will only produce anger, bitterness, 

and resentment that will rob you of the joy and peace God wants you to have. It will keep you from being 

productive in working for the Kingdom. It will also produce attitudes that are not Christ-like. It simply isnôt 

healthy spiritually, emotionally, or physically. Godôs words to the Romans through His Apostle Paul help in 

times such as ours. It reminds us that, ñall things work together for good to them that love God, to them who 

are called according to His purpose.ò In difficult situations we sometimes question that. We all know that 

everything that happens is not Godôs perfect will, but because He is sovereign, He allows it to happen. His 

promise is that if we love Him and are living according to His purpose, He will work it out for our good. Letôs 

just trust HIM! Heôs the One who will make our New Year happy and blessed.
